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Marc Chagall was a passionate man who returned to his roots 
within his art, making the ordinary of life into poetic glimpses, re­
defining reality. Chagall was born in the city of Vitebsk in Belarus 
into a close-knit Jewish family. The images of his home and family 
became common themes after he returned from his first sojourn in 
Paris in 1914. One of many interesting projects (varying from prose 
to painting) that Chagall created was a set of murals in 1920 for a 
Yiddish theatre in Moscow, which later became the State Jewish 
Chamber Theatre. Through these murals, Chagall was able to em­
body a whole way of life that had been hidden from the majority 
of Russians. The murals were political, celebrating new citizenship 
rights following a time of strong anti-Semitism. They were taken 
down in 1925 after Chagall left Russia again, this time permanently 
(except for a single return visit in 1973). The murals remained hid­
den until they could be carefully moved to the Tretiakov Gallery 
several decades later.
